1. Eligible Participants 

☑ Resident or enrolled in Kanagawa Prefecture  

☑ Foreign schools in Japan 

☑ Living abroad 

Age Range: 

Open to Children from 4 to 15 years of age as of 1st September 2026 

(Born between 2nd September 2010 and 1st September 2022) 

 

2. Create the Artwork 

◎Theme: Open Theme 

◎Painting Medium: Watercolor, Oil colors, Crayon, Pastel, Prints, Collage, etc. 

◎Size:  

・Quarto size or within 38cm × 54cm 

・Canvas size: Less than F8(38cm × 46cm) 

◎Number of Entries: One entry per person 

◎two-dimensional artwork 

◎Your own original new artwork 

◎Unpublished works in competitions 

 

□Entries not acceptable： 

・Framed works 

・Easily breakable uneven surface work, Thickness more than 1 cm 

・Computer Graphic, Digital work and Artwork by AI 

・Collaboration and Series paintings 

・Works include soil, sand, food, plants, and animal products

③ Fill the Entry Sheet B and enclose it with your artworks

〇Return of Artwork 

・Domestic entries: If you request return within one year of the results announcement, we 

will return your entry. (Shipping costs are the responsibility of the entrant.) 

・Overseas entries: We will not return them. 

・Ownership of domestic entries and international entries for which no return is requested 

shall be vested in the organizer. 

・Works submitted to the organizer will be used for projects promoting international 

understanding through painting and will be disposed of after a certain period. 

〇Prize winners 

・When using winning entries, the author's name, age, and municipality will be published. 

・Inviting overseas winners is not planned. 

〇Personal information 

The submitted works (including images) and personal information provided on the entry 

form by applicants for this Children's Art Exhibition will be managed in accordance with the 

“Personal Information Protection Policy” of the Japan Overseas Cooperative Association 

(JOCA), the designated manager of the Kanagawa Plaza for Global Citizenship.  

Furthermore, applicants grant permission to Kanagawa Prefecture to publish, reproduce, 

screen, publicly transmit, and exhibit the works in catalogs, websites, social media, various 

printed materials, exhibitions, etc., free of charge, within the scope of the purposes of this
